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GNWT Response to UNW

We appreciate the efforts by the UNW in its response of April 20th, 2009. While
significant progress has been made towards achieving a collective agreement, there
are still a large number of outstanding issues. Our remaining issues in this
proposal are fundamental for us to achieve. They are our priority issues. We have
not made any changes to any of our monetary proposals. We have focused on
refining our priority issues in a form that addresses our needs.

We recognize that the UNW has some legitimate concerns about issues which may
not be solved by collective agreement language. We are committed to meeting with
the UNW both through the recognized methods in the collective agreement as well
as in focused sessions on particular issues of concern to the UNW.

This proposal is a package proposal. Ifit is not completely accepted, it is withdrawn.
This package proposal addresses our position on all of the outstanding issues of
both parties. This proposal, along with the items agreed to so far in negotiations,
would form the new collective agreement. Existing articles not included in this
package proposal would be renewed in their current form. New proposals not
included in this proposal would be withdrawn.

We believe this proposal continues to advance both parties towards a collective
agreement.

ARTICLE2 INTERPRETATION AND DEFINITIONS

2.01(m)(v) As part of our package we withdraw our proposal. We suggest
renewing the current language.

2.01 (bb) AMEND: "Rates of Pay"

2.01 (bb)(i) "weekly rate of pay" means for the purposes of Articles 21.04(c),
21.05, 32.02, 32.05, 32.06 and 32.08, an employee's hourly rate of
pay multiplied by 37.5 or 40 hours. In the case of part time, relief
and casual employees, the weekly rate of pay will be based on the
average weekly hours calculated over the previous six (6) months
of employment.

2.01 (bb)(ii) "daily rate of pay" means for the purposes of Articles 22.17 and A9.02
(b), an employee's hourly rate of pay multiplied by 7.5 or 8 hours,
pro-rated for part time and casual employees. In the case of relief
employees, daily OAOA 1T £ PAU [ AAT O AT AibiITUA/
pay multiplied by the standard daily hours of work for similar
fulltime positions.

We have amended our position for both weekly rate of pay and daily rate of pay. We
have inserted the daily and weekly hours of work as suggested by the UNW. We have
also inserted a reference to the Articles where daily and weekly rates of pay (and
weeks pay and weeks of pay) apply. We want to be sure that no one takes from these
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definitions any indication that either the daily or weekly rate of pay suggests that
overtime is paid after either 7.5 or 8 hours in every case or after 37.5 or 40 hours in
every case.

ARTICLE 4  APPLICATION

4.04 As part of our package we withdraw our proposal. We suggest renewing the
current language.

ARTICLE 17 LEAVE - GENERAL
1701 NEW AND RENUMBER REMAINING

All leave will be earned hourly based on the earning rates identified in the
individual leave clauses. Leave will accrue on all regular hours, paid
vacation leave, paid sick leave and paid special leave hours. Leave will also
accrue on designated paid holidays. This provision applies to all employee
types and all types of paid leave.

For full time employees there will be no change in overall leave earnings Z leave will
just be linked to hours worked or hours on paid leave. Moving to this new system
will not result in changes for the vast majority of employees, but it will ease
administration. Currently we use a number of manual processes, especially when
dealing with terminating employees. This change will not only make earnings
consistent for all employees, it will speed up the final pay and clearance process.

leave as someone who worked 20 days in the month, they will earn the equivalent of
1/20t of the leave.

There may be additional consequential amendments required due to a move to pro-
rated leave. We have attempted to identify them all, but may have missed some as
there are a number of leave related areas in the collective agreement. Any
consequential amendments required will be made when the new collective agreement
is finalized.

18.01 AMEND TO READ

(1) For each hour that an employee receives pay (either regular pay, sick
leave, special leave, vacation leave or designated paid holiday pay)
he/she shall earn vacation leave at the following rates:

0-2 years 0.063462
2-7 years 0.082616
7-15 years 0.096000
15-20 years 0.115385
20 + years 0.134770

This change reflects the overall move to pro-rating the earning of leave. This ensures
that employees are provided leave credits based on the number of hours they work, so
annual leave earnings are fair and equitable across many different types of work.

18.01(2) AMEND FORMER 18.01(2) TO READ AND RENUMBER

The accumulated service for part-time and seasonal employees shall be counted
for the improved vacation leave entitlements in (b), (c) and (d) above of section
(1) of this Article.

There is agreement on this issue as part of the monetary package.

We suggest renewing
the current language.

18.02 (2) As part of our package we withdraw our proposal. We suggest renewing
the current language.

18.04 Where an employee has medical travel under Article 20.10 or duty travel
under Article 45 which has been approved, vacation leave for a
coincident period may be approved, provided the employee can
demonstrate no increased cost or administrative burden to the
employer. Employees will be solely responsible for any vacation related
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costs should the medical or duty travel subsequently be cancelled or
rescheduled.

20.02 DELETE

This clause causes great confusion between managers and employees. We are
proposing to move to a much simpler system: employees earn sick leave based on
working hours and take sick leave using the actual time they are away from the
workplace.

Every employee who is proceeding to a medical centre under the provisions of
Clause 20.09 shall be granted leave of absence with pay which is not to be
charged against his/her sick leave credits for the lesser of three (3) days or the
actual time taken to travel from his/her post to a point of departure and return.
When an employee has elected to drive rather than travel by air, travel
time with no deduction from sick leave credits will be limited to the time
required to travel had the employee travelled by air.

We appear to have partial agreement on this clause.

We cannot agree to adding dental treatment into medical travel.

preceding the commencement of the maternity leave and averaged over the six
month period of continuous service.

21 XX LEAVE WITHOUT PAY FOR COMPASSIONATE CARE

Leave without pay for compassionate care shall be granted to a maximum
of eight weeks to an employee to provide care or support to a gravely ill
family member at risk of dying within 26 weeks.

Family member means:
(i) aspouse of the employee,
A AEEI A T £ OEA AipITUAA T0O0 A
(iit) a parent of the employee or a spouse of the parent, and
(iv) any other person who is a member of a class of persons
prescribed in subsection 23.1(1) of the Employment Insurance
Act (Canada);

Care or support to a family member means:
(i) providing psychological or emotional support;
(if) arranging for care by a third party; or
(iit) directly providing or participating in the care.

Compassionate care leave may be taken over one or more periods. Each
period of compassionate care leave must be at least one (1) week.

If one or more family members who are employees apply for
compassionate care, Deputy Heads will review operational
requirements.

When requesting compassionate care, an employee must provide a
medical certificate indicating the ill family member needs care or
support and is at risk of dying within 26 weeks.
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(g) If the family member dies while an employee is on leave without pay for
compassionate care, the leave without pay for compassionate care
ceases. The employee must contact their supervisor and may request
special leave.

We have amended our proposal to include those persons who are deemed to be
family members. We have provided that compassionate care leave can be taken
over different periods of time.

MOVE CURRENT 19.06 TO 21 (OTHER TYPES OF LEAVE) AND RENUMBER
We have agreement with the UNW for this move.

ARTICLE 22 HOURS OF WORK - GENERAL
SHIFT WORK
22.03(d) AMEND TO READ

An employee shall be granted alternate weekends off as often as
reasonably possible with each employee receiving a minimum of every
third weekend off. Overtime rates of pay shall apply to weekend hours
worked by an employee on the third consecutive weekend and
subsequent-consecutive-weekends-worked-thereafter. It is understood
that if an employee is required to be on travel status on a weekend, it
shall be deemed as a weekend worked for the purpose of this clause. This
Clause does not apply to employees who are hired exclusively to work
weekends or who request to exchange shifts with other employees to
work weekends.

There are occasions when an employee must be called in on their third weekend.
When this occurs the employer believes it to be reasonable to pay overtime. However,
if that was their weekend off in the shift rotation, it is often not possible to grant them
the next weekend off without significant changes to the shift schedule. This change
ensures employees are paid overtime if they are called in on the third weekend, but
that work on subsequent weekends is paid at straight time rates.

22.19 NEW Relief and Casual Employees

Unless otherwise agreed upon by the Employer and the Union, the
standard hours of work for relief and casual employees on a daily,
weekly and annual basis is based on the standard work week of similar
fulltime positions.

The previous agreement did not address the hours of work for relief workers clearly.
This has resulted in situations where relief workers are seeking overtime for hours
their co-workers are working at straight time. This change provides equity between
the two groups and adds clarity on when overtime hours occur for relief workers.

We have moved this article from 22.01 to a new 22.19.

22.XX Hours of work shall be scheduled on a regular basis so that Education-Assistants
School Year Employees:

(@) On a weekly basis will not work-in excess of thirty-seven and one-half (37.5) or
forty (40) hours and five (5) days per week witheutreceiving-overtime-in
aceordance-with-Artiele 23.

(b) On a daily basis be on duty for 7.5 or 8 hours commencing a minimum of

fifteen (15) minutes before the start of the normal school day.
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(c) Obtain two (2) consecutive days of rest per week.
(d) School Year Employees shall be entitled to overtime in accordance with
the provisions of Article 23.

23.07  As part of our package we withdraw our proposal. We suggest renewing the
current language.

23.08  AMEND TO READ (a) and NEW (b)

(a) Relief employees whose work is scheduled by the Employer as
provided for in clause 22.01 shall be compensated at the applicable
overtime rate for work performed in their relief position in excess of the
standard or regular hours of work for full-time employees in similar
positions, either on a daily or weekly basis.

(b) Relief employees whose work is scheduled by the Employer to fall
outside of the standard hours of work as defined in clause 22.01
shall be compensated at the applicable overtime rate for work
performed in their relief position in excess of the regularly
scheduled hours of work as set out on the shift schedule for full time
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employees in similar positions, either on a daily or shift schedule
basis.

This change clarifies the payment of overtime to relief employees.

This is our understanding of the current framework of employment and overtime as it
relates to relief workers:

1. Full Time/Part Time and Relief

An individual may have a full time (or part time) position with the GNWT and also
have a relief position, as long as the relief position is not in the same facility as their
full time or part time work.

The exception to this is where the individual is a nurse and there is more than a two
pay range difference in pay between the two positions. Here, an individual may have a
full time or part time position and a relief position in the same facility.

In the above situation the two employment situations (for example full time vs. relief)
are considered distinct 7 overtime is applicable in each individual case, but hours do
not cross over from one position to another. So an employee who works an 8 hour shift
in their full time position and then goes and works immediately following in their
relief position, is not eligible for overtime based on the previous full time hours.

2. Relief and Relief (different facilities)

An individual may have more than one relief position provided each relief position is in
a different facility.

The exception to this is where the individual is a nurse and there is more than a two
pay range difference in pay between the two positions. Here, an individual may have
more than one relief position in the same facility.

Again, overtime is applicable in each individual case, but hours do not cross over from
one position to another.

Our proposal would clarify that overtime is payable to relief workers in the
following situations:

1. The relief employee works in excess of the regularly scheduled hours of work for
full time employees in similar positions (daily basis):
a. The shiftis 12 hours long 7 all hours are at straight time as this is the
regular shift length for full time employees.
b. The shiftis 12 hours long and the employee is asked to stay an extra two
hours. In this case the extra two hours would be at the appropriate
overtime rate.
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2. The relief employee works in excess of the regular shift schedule for full time
employees in similar positions (shift schedule basis):

a. The current shift schedule has employees working 14 days out of 21. Any
days worked beyond 14 days by a relief employee is compensated at the
applicable overtime rate.

b. The applicable overtime rate applies to all shift hours 7 an employee
worked 5 extra days (12 hours shifts) Z they would have a total 60 hours.
The first 4 hours would be paid at 1.5 times the hourly rate and the
remaining 56 hours would be at double time.

It may be clearer to add these provisions (Article 23.08 (a) and (b)) to Appendix A1.

ARTICLE 24

PAY

24.01 (2) Newly appointed employees will be placed on Step 2 eredited-with-ene

step of the applicable pay range for the position fer-each where the
employee has two (2) years of directly related experience to the
responsibilities of the new job; Step 3 where the employee has more
than two (2) but less than four (4) years of directly related
experience to the responsibilities of the new job; and Step 4 where
the employee has more than four (4) years of directly related
experience to the responsibilities of the new job.

There is agreement on this issue as part of the monetary package.

24.07 (o) If the appointment is as a result of the employee's successful application
for a position, the maximum rate of pay of which is equal to or less than that of the
employee's present position, the employee shall be paid at a step in the
appropriate pay range for the new position that is commensurate to the
employee's related knowledge, skills, abilities and experience for the position.
Where an employee has directly related experience, he/she will be placed at
a Step in the appropriate pay range in accordance with 24.01 (2).

24.11 (1) (c) The effective date of a re-evaluation that results in an increase in pay shall
be the date upon which the employee began to substantially perform the
new or changed duties, but in any event no retroactivity shall be paid for
any re-evaluation adjustment that extends beyond sixty (60) days prior to
the filing of a grievance or a job evaluation appeal, whichever is earlier,
except as provided below.

If the employee has provided documentation under article

An employee on standby who is required to return to the workplace shall be
paid, in addition to the standby pay, the appropriate overtime rate for all hours
worked, subject to a minimum payment of four (4) hours pay at the straight time
rate each time he/she reports, except that this minimum shall only apply once
during each standby period of eight (8) consecutive hours or portion thereof.

The UNW has agreed to this language.
29.03  Add new clause and renumber:

(D) An employee who is required to work during off duty hours by responding
by phone, email or other electronic means and is not required to return to
the workplace, shall be compensated at the greater of:

(a) One (1) hour at the straight time rate;

(1) Where the duties of a position held by an employee are no longer
required to be performed, the Employer may lay-off the employee. The
Employer and the Union recognize the necessity and the justice of the
application of the merit principle, which means qualifications, including
APbPl EAAOQET 1 I £ AfEBativeoAdbionl RbAc@ 6atd
competence, in determining who will be laid off. It is agreed that where
two (2) employees of equal merit face being laid off, length of service with
the Employer will be the deciding factor.

(ii) In order to minimize the adverse effects of lay-off, the Employer
will provide retraining where practical.

Disputes arising from the application of reasonable job offers and priority
status to lay-offs in the hiring process shall be determined by the Staffing
Review Officer constituted under the Staffing Appeals Regulations. The
Staffing Review Officer shall have the authority described in the Staffing
Appeals Guidelines, in addition, the Staffing Review Officer shall:

(1)  Where he/she finds that the job offer was reasonable, dismiss the
appeal;
or
(2)  Where he/she finds that the job offer was unreasonable, uphold
the appeal and reinstate the full lay-off period;
or
(3)  Where he/she finds the lay-off was given priority status, dismiss
the appeal;
or
(4) Where he/she finds the lay-off was not given priority status,
uphold the appeal and direct the Employer to rescind any
appointment and reconsider the lay-off taking into account the
lay-off's priority status.

Findings of the Staffing Review Officer shall be final and binding to all
parties.
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Priority Status means lay-offs are given priority over all other potential candidates
including non laid off affirmative action candidates in the hiring process.

Questions have been raised about the inter-relationship between layoff and our
affirmative action policy.

AMEND TO READ: JOB SHARE

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
Employees in Health and Social Services Authorities

The UNW has agreed to the title change.
The parties agree as follows:

1. Job sharing is a voluntary arrangement between the Employer and two or more
employees of a Health and Social Services Authority in the Public Service by
which two or more employees agree to share the responsibilities and tasks of a
full-time job in such a manner that each attends in the position for separate
periods of time.

2. The terms and conditions governing job share arrangements will be as agreed to
by the Union and the Employer.

3. The terms and conditions of job sharing arrangements agreed to by the parties
form part of the Collective Agreement.

4. The terms and conditions of the Collective Agreement apply to the employees
participating in a job sharing arrangement except as modified in this
Memorandum.
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PARTIALLY FILLED JOB SHARE POSITIONS

1. Where an employee wishes to enter into a job share arrangement, and no
other employee has been identified or agreed to share the position, the

In the case of an employee employed on a term
basis for more than one year, the employee will have the option to assume
that position full time until the end of the period of term employment.

4. The partially filled job share arrangement may be extended beyond one
year, only with the approval of the Union. The Employer will ensure that a
series of one-year term employees are not employed in lieu of filling the
remaining portion of a job share position.

(a) "Job Share Employee Extended": An indeterminate or term employee

42/43  INCOMING AND ULTIMATE REMOVAL ASSISTANCE

Job share employees shall be entitled to Articles 42 and 43 of the Collective
Agreement except that where an employee receives assistance to return to the
point of hire and back to the community of employment after each rotation the
following will apply:

(a) No ultimate removal or removal on initial appointment will be provided.
However, transportation costs including meals and interim lodging en route
plus cost for shipment of two hundred and twenty five (225) kilograms

five—hundred—pounds{500-1bs]} of luggage for the employee and each

dependant will be provided for each rotation.
We have amended our proposal to reflect the UNW suggestions.
(b) For the purpose of this clause only, a rotation is considered to be the move to
