The Tlicho Community Services Agency (TCSA) administers all regional health and 
social services delivered residents of the Tlicho region through 3 community health 
centers.  Located in Behchoko (Rae), NT and reporting to the Nurse-In-Charge the 
Community Health Nurse (CHN) is one of 7 CHN’s who deliver health services to a 
client population of approximately 2,000 residents. The Health Centre is the sole 
medical facility in the community. 
 
As a Community Health Nurse you will provide non-emergency medical care, respond 
to medical crises, and deliver nursing programs designed to promote community health 
and wellness. Including but not limited to; well-child / woman / man clinics, pre and post-
natal clinics, school health programs, chronic disease clinic, immunization programs, 
communicable disease surveillance and treatment etc.  
 
Within the Behchoko Health Centre the CHN will be required to provide on-call 
coverage on a rotational basis during the evening and weekends to provide emergency 
nursing care to the residents of Behchoko and residents of the Jimmy Erasmus Senior 
Home. In addition, the CHN will provide functional advice and guidance to the Lay 
Dispenser in Wekweeti as required or requested. 

 
The level of knowledge is commonly acquired through the successful completion of a 
Nursing Degree, 2 years recent nursing experience in an acute care setting or within a 
northern Health Centre. Equivalent combinations of education and/or experience may 
be considered. Within the TCSA Registered Nurses must be registered with the 
RNANT/NU. 
 
Salary starts at $42.87 per hour (approximately $83,597 per annum) plus an annual 
Northern Allowance of $4,993.
