Consistent School Year Pay

The Government of the Northwest Territories (GNWT) will move to a new process
for paying members of the Northwest Territories Teachers’ Association (NWTTA).

** New pay and allowance rates will commence on the August 8, 2008 paycheque,
even though the new Collective Agreement will not come into effect until
September 1, 2008 **

What

e The new NWTTA Collective Agreement changes the way pay is administered for
teachers. There is now a consistent pay year, whereby all schools will have the
same first pay day each school year regardless of when each school starts. This
does not apply to teachers at Yellowknife Education District #1 and Yellowknife
Catholic Schools in Yellowknife as they are not GNWT employees.

When

e The first pay day in August will be the first of 26 pays for each school year. In
2008, this will be August 8™.

How

e The yearly salary and allowances for school years will be provided over 26 equal
pays. Due to combined leap-years, every 13 years there are 27 pays (the next
one is 2015). In that year, salary and allowances will be divided over 27 pays.

e The Government of the Northwest Territories continues to have a one week
delay in pay for teachers.
Transition

Transition to the consistent school year pay will impact schools differently depending on
when the last pay for the 2007-08 school year is issued.

During the transition period to consistent school year pay, schools will be grouped
based on when the last pay for the 2007-08 school year is. Information on how the
transition will impact the group is also provided.
